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The Board of Trustees of Shawnee County Fire District #1 met in regular session at Silver Lake City 
Hall on Wednesday, November 11, 2009, with the following board members present: Chairman Mike 
Killion, Gene Wichman, Leonard Wonnell, and Walt Stolle. Also present were Chief Joe Hawkins and 
Assistant Chief Wilson.  
 
Meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. 
 
Board reviewed the minutes of the meeting held October 14, 2009. It was moved by Wichman and 
seconded by Wonnell to approve the minutes as written. Motion carried 4-0. 
 
Board reviewed the bills paid during the month of October totaling $24.490.28. It was moved by 
Wichman and seconded by Wonnell to approve the bills paid. Motion carried 4-0. 
 
Chief Hawkins reported the number of 2009 calls to date as 230. As of this date in 2008, 198 calls had 
been reported. 
 
Old Business: 
 
Grove Township Building: Wonnell reported on the open house held November 1st, with 95 people in 
attendance. The project cost to date totals $266,381. Restroom partitions are one of the few items 
remaining to be completed. 
 
SCBA: Chief Hawkins met with Topeka Fire Chief, who is not in immediate need of replacing 
equipment. Chief continues to meet with Chiefs from Dover and Rossville, with the idea of making a 
joint purchase to get a reduced price. 
 
Menoken Building Project: Discussion was held on whether we would be building one station or two to 
meet the needs of the district. We will hold two meetings in January to hear from district patrons on their 
preferences. 
 
New Business: 
 
Kiro Building: The electrical panel has some serious issues. The furnace will not come on. A contractor 
will be fixing it soon. 
 
Assistant Chief Wilson gave a report on a leadership conference he recently attended with Chief 
Hawkins.
